Technology 

· The TI-84 graphing calculator will be used extensively throughout the course.  You must arrange to have a TI-84 or comparable substitute with you each day in class and for each class test.  The AP Calculus AB exam contains questions which require the use of a graphing calculator, so some quiz and test questions will require the use of a graphing calculator. 

· Laptops should not be active during class unless requested by the instructor.  (No other technology, including cell phones, video games, pagers, beepers, or mp3 players, should be active during class!)

IA Wireless Device Policy

Pursuant to Indiana Code 20-26-5-40.7, The Indiana Academy for Science, Mathematics and Humanities prohibits student use of wireless communication devices for non-instructional purposes in the classroom. As such, any and all portable wireless devices, that have the capability to provide voice, messaging, or other data communication between two or more parties, must only be used for academic purposes directly tied to the classroom activity or related educational task. Exceptions to this wireless device policy are eligible through academic accommodations, individualized education programs, or with instructor approval permitting the use of a wireless device for justification related to health, safety, and/or well-being. The improper use of a wireless device in an active classroom setting is subject to disciplinary action including but not limited to; a verbal warning, temporary seizure of said device by a school official, an unexcused absence for the class in question, written communication to parent/guardian, among other elevated consequences for repeated improper use.

Attendance and Late Work Policy

· Promptness and attendance are expected.  Academy policies on attendance/tardiness will be followed.  Sleeping in class constitutes an unexcused absence.  Being late more than 10 minutes late is an unexcused absence.  
· Class attendance is crucial to success in this course.  If a class session is missed, the student should use the assignment sheet to identify the material that was missed due to the absence and should view the corresponding lecture content using the lesson videos on the Canvas course website. 
· It is the policy of the Indiana Academy that any absence from class is unexcused, except for illness, death in the family, college or school-related activities, and extenuating circumstances. When a student is absent from a class, the instructor reports the student absence to the Faculty Attendance Coordinator in the Office of Academic Affairs. Unless the absence is excused by a school official, it is considered unexcused. The decision as to whether an absence is excused is not determined by the instructor.

· If an absence is unexcused, missed homework assignments or quizzes will not be accepted for credit.  Students are still encouraged to complete such assignments to gain the essential practice that is provided through them.  Missed major tests will be allowed to be taken for credit but will incur a 5% penalty on the final grade.
· Students should contact the instructor (in advance in the case of a pre-arranged absence or within 2 school days of the return from other excused absences) in order to make arrangements to complete missed work such as quizzes or exams.  The assessment should be completed as soon as possible, but no more than two weeks after the original date.   

· Assignments due on the day of an excused absence should be submitted by the following class period.

· Four or more unexcused absences will lead to academic and residential consequences beyond the scope of this class as determined by the Office of Academic Affairs and the Office of Residential Life that may include detention, residential groundings, parent/principal conference, among others. 
· If an absence is unexcused, missed quizzes will not be accepted for credit.  Missed major tests will be allowed to be taken for credit but will incur a 5% penalty. 
· Students should contact the instructor (in advance in the case of a pre-arranged absence or within 2 school days of the return from other absences) in order to make arrangements to complete missed work such as quizzes or exams. The assessment should be completed as soon as possible, but no more than two weeks after the original date.
Student Evaluation

Exams:
An exam, modeled on the AP Exam, will be given at the end of each of the four units of study.

Quizzes:
Approximately 7-10 short quizzes, both announced and unannounced, will be given.

Homework:
*Mathematics is not a spectator sport!  Homework is an essential part of the learning process.  

*Homework usually will be assigned each class period and will be due at the beginning of 


  the next class period.  Homework should be labeled clearly with the text section number, 


  completed neatly, and organized in a folder/notebook for this course.  Assignments will 


  be collected in class at the discretion of the instructor and graded for completion and/or accuracy.

   *LATE CARD POLICY:  If an assignment is not submitted in class when it is requested, it will 
     be considered late.  During the semester, each student will be allowed exactly one  
     opportunity to submit a late assignment, if it is submitted by the next class period.  
  No additional LATE homework assignments will be accepted.

Projects:
Extended assignments involving challenging applications and problems will be given either as individual or group projects.  Each project should include a detailed report of the methods and solution as well as the "correct" answer.  
Final:
A two-hour comprehensive final will be given at the end of the semester.
